I. After being informed  about the programs of Morgan Park’s Small Learning Communities, the student will select the schools of his/her interest by numbering his/her priority 1, 2, and 3.

II. The enrollment of a student is based on the student’s interests, not on the student’s test scores (except for CPS high school magnet programs).

III. A student’s enrollment will be determined by:

1. His/her selections

2. The availability of seats, or slots, in the small school he/she selected

IV. Upon admission to one of the three small school choices he/she made, the student must follow the program of that school.  In extraordinary circumstances, an exception may be granted on a case-by-case basis (refer to the Student Reselection Policy).

V. After enrolling a student in his/her small school, the counselor will submit the original enrollment form to Small Learning Community Coordinator and make one for the Program Office.

VII. The Program Office is to schedule the student in accordance with the program submitted by the counselor.

Programming Policy

I. After being enrolled in one of the Morgan Park SLCs, the student will remain a member of that small school for his/her entire school career
II. Counselors/ Division Teachers will register the student according to the needs of the student and the program of study particular to each small school.

III. Counselors/ Division Teachers, based on teacher recommendations, will designate which students are eligible for Honors or Regular classes within each small learning community.

IV. Based on the student’s ninth grade schedule, the scheduler and/or the assigned counselor will: 1) schedule the student for his/her classes accordingly, and 2) schedule the teacher for his/her teaching assignment accordingly. 

V. Upon admission to a small school of his/her choice, the student must follow the program of that school.  In extraordinary circumstances, an exception may be granted on a case-by-case basis (refer to the Student Reselection Policy).
VI. The counselor of each small school is responsible for enrollment, programming, testing, counseling, and making program changes in accordance with this policy.
